Spinnies, Aberogwen, near Bangor, Gwynedd. Morning only 10 a.m. until 1 p.m.

A series of lagoons and surrounding habitat provide shelter & food for wildfowl,
waders and smaller birds, especially during the autumn & spring migrations. Today
we will be carrying out a variety of tasks around the reserve including clearing
footpaths and a litter pick along the shoreline. There will be an opportunity to do
some bird watching so don’t forget your binoculars! Meet at the nature reserve at
10 a.m. Contact Matt Cole for more information.

Wednesday 6" November

Morfa Bychan, near Porthmadog. 10 a.m. until 4 p.m.

Morfa Bychan is a truly maritime nature reserve, allowing you the rare chance to
experience the whole range of habitats within a dynamic dune system. Today we
will be clearing vegetation in the scrapes; carrying out scrub clearance in the
grassland areas and, depending on the weather, we may do our final reptile survey
for the year.

Today we’ll
be working in the wetter areas of the nature reserve, cutting and clearing willow.

Cors Goch, near Llanbedrgoch, Anglesey.

Discover the spectacular patchwork of habitats, each with its own unique character
and array of wildlife. We’ll be back out on the fen today, clearing firebreaks. Don’t
forget your wellies!

Thursday 14" November

Cors Bodgynydd, near Betws y Coed.

The wide variety of wetland habitats at this remote, upland nature reserve in the
Gwydir Forest were created when water levels were raised artificially in the 19th
century to supply water for the mining industry. Today we will be carrying out
fencing repairs, clearing invasive conifers, birch & willow and checking the
Carneddau ponies who are helping us manage the nature reserve. Wellies essential!

Wednesday 20" November

Gwaith Powdwr, near Penrhyndeudraeth.

Our work focusses on maintaining the variety of habitats whilst protecting the history
of the site. Today we will be carrying out a variety of different jobs around the
reserve including installing benches; clearing non-native buddleia; reptile survey
(depending on the weather) and path clearance. Please contact Katy Haines if you
would like to attend.

Wednesday 20" November

Cors Goch, near Llanbedrgoch, Anglesey.

Cors Goch reflects a long history of human activity. Used by the local community for
centuries, it's a place where cattle grazed, reeds were cut and stone was quarried to
make millstones. Cors Goch’s wetlands are home to many rare plants, including
insectivorous species, and their own collection of orchids. Here, a springtime walk is
accompanied by the songs of grasshopper warbler, sedge warbler and reed bunting,
attracted to the extensive wetlands for nesting. Dragonflies and damselflies can be
seen from the boardwalk — flashes of colour darting above the wet ground beneath.
Today we will be carrying our scrub management on the fen — this work helps to hold
back natural succession from fen to scrub and ultimately woodland. Don’t forget your
wellies!

Thursday 215t November

Gogarth, Great Orme, Llandudno.

This nature reserve is a slice of limestone grassland and maritime heath on the
western slopes of the Great Orme, teeming with butterflies and wildflowers in the
summer. Today we will be cutting and raking the grassland glades and clearing
bracken & non-native cotoneaster to protect this valuable habitat. Please contact
Katy Haines if you would like to attend.

Friday 22" November

Eithinog, Bangor, Gwynedd.

Overlooking the Menai Strait on one side and with views of Snowdonia on the other,
this is a much-loved wild oasis in the heart of Bangor. This is one of our monthly
tasks to help us keep on top of site management, our jobs will include clearing
footpaths; doing a litter pick and scrub management.

This nature reserve lies on a rocky limestone outcrop that raises it above the
surrounding area and offers stunning, far-reaching views all year round. In spring
and summer, this site comes alive with wildflowers that thrive on this lime-rich soil.
