Gwaith Powdwr, near Penrhyndeudraeth, Gwynedd.

From 1865 until 1995 this site was home to a world-renowned explosives factory.
North Wales Wildlife Trust took over the site when it was decommissioned in 1998 &
since then nature has flourished. If you like messing around in the water than this is
the task for you! Today we will be clearing vegetation from the top pond — wellies
and waders at the ready! If you prefer keeping your feet on dry land, we’ll also be
doing some work in the tree nursery, potting up oak saplings . Please contact Luke
Jones if you would like to attend.

Porth Diana, Trearddur Bay, Anglesey.

A visit to this small coastal nature reserve, home to the charming little spotted
rockrose — Anglesey’s county flower. Today we will be carrying out fencing repairs
and heathland management.

Cors Bodgynydd, near Betws y Coed.

The wide variety of wetland habitats at this remote, upland nature reserve in the
Gwydir Forest were created when water levels were raised artificially in the 19t
century to supply water for the mining industry. Today we will be carrying out
fencing repairs, clearing invasive conifers, birch & willow and checking the
Carneddau ponies who are helping us manage the nature reserve. Wellies essential!
